Around 8 o'clock on a bitter cold mormng on 5 May 2003, mountain
chimber Peter Madew, a lanky 37-year-old construction engineer from
Australia, joined the queue with twenty other climbers for the final ascent of
the notorious North Face. This was also the toughest and most dangerous
part in his dream to conquer the most famous mouniain on the planet, Mount
Everest.

The day was a brilliant blue and aithough the temperature was well below
zero, almost no wind meant excellent conditions for the summit chmb. Madew
had formed a strong bond with two other climbers, Harrod and Abuhaidar.
The trio soon came upon the preserved body of a climber who had died an
indeterminate time before. Despite the unsettling sight of the dead man, therr
mood was upbeat, strong and confident. Madew felt certain that they would
get to the top. Only two of the infamous “Three Steps™ sheer rock faces
guarding the summit -- remained to be scaled.

Abuhaidar had moved ahead of the other two and reached Second Step,
not far from the summit. He could not see his partners below. He had been
climbing for six hours to get to where he was. He was totally upaware of the
drama that was unfolding below.

Harrod had hitched himself to a fixed rope anchored to the rock face that
followed a narrow, icy ledge. Suddenly, the fixed rope sagged, catapuiting
Harrod off the ledge. He crashed heavily down the cliff-side on his left leg.
When Harrod tried to stand, his left leg collapsed and he let out a shriek of
agony. He could feel the shattered bones n h:s upper ankle grinding together.
His leg was broken.

Madew, who was right behind, saw the accident Concerned that the rope
holding them would give way aitogether, he quickly unclipped himself from it
and made his way up. When he arrived, he could see that Harrod was badly
hurt. Hardly anyone lives after breaking a leg this high up on Everest. The
preserved bodies scattered around the mountain’s high-altitude death zone
above 8000 metres bore testimony to the Everest maxim: immobilisation is
death.

Harrod was in grave danger of suffering frostbite, at risk of dangerousiy
poor blood circulation, exhaustion, losing his broken leg to gangrene and
eventually death if he stayed longer in the open, far up on Everest.

Luckily, both men were equipped with radios capable of contacting
support staff far below at base camp. Madew got a scrambled message out
but he could not be certain if the message had been picked up. Meanwhile,
he started making preparation for their descent. Then, he saw a figure coming
towards them through the swirling snow. It was Abuhaidar.

He had been waiting impatiently higher up when his radio crackled with
the news from the base camp staff that Harrod was badly 1 injured. Madew's
frantic call had finally gone through.
